What You Must Turn In:
1. A visual representation of your monument/memorial.  You must include the following elements:

A. Title or name of your monument

B. An image of the proposed monument (either hand drawn or created digitally) with dimensions.

C. A short caption explaining what/who the monument is dedicated to (1 paragraph and typed)

D. Minumun size is 12x16 inches. 
 
E. Make these as presentable and neat as possible so that they may be put on display for the world to see…

2. A typed essay answering the following questions (at least 350-500 words, double-spaced, with 12-point font):

A. Describe the monument that you would make (what materials would you use, colors, etc.). Explain why you chose to create the monument in this way (What is the meaning about the figures in the monument? Why create the monument in this way?)

B. What is the purpose of this monument?  Who/what is being honored or memorialized?  Why is this event worthy of memorialization?  Does this monument strive to honor the forgotten event/person or to present a new interpretation of history?

C. Who is the intended audience and why are you targeting this audience?

D. Where will this monument/memorial be located?  Why here?

E. Honors Extension:  How does this monument reflect our collective memory?  What values does it represent?

***This is not a traditional essay in the sense that it has a thesis and supporting paragraphs. You may instead want to organize the written component by providing a paragraph or two for each question.
